


RESIDENCY STATUS

North Carolina Law (General Statute 116-143.1) states that in order to determine eligibility for the in-state tuition rate, “Every
applicant for admission shall be required to make a statement as to length of residence.” North Carolina law (G.S. 116-143.1) also
requires that: "To qualify as a resident for tuition purposes, a person must have established legal residence (domicile) in North
Carolina and maintained that legal residence for at least 12 months immediately prior to his or her classification as a resident for
tuition purposes.” Every student admitted to UNC Asheville must be classified for the term admitted as either a resident or non-
resident for tuition purposes prior to enroliment. The following information should allow for an accurate determination of
residency status.
