
EDITOR'S INTRODUCTION

The nineteenth annual meeting of the Philological
Association of the Carolinas was hosted by the University
of North Carolina at Asheville, 16-18 March 1995. The
conference opened Thursday evening with good food and a
performance by the Whitewater Bluegrass Company. Close
to 250 members attended the conference, which offered
forty-four sessions on a variety of linguistic, literary, and
pedagogical topics.

Special sessions honored Everett Emerson and Daniel R.
Reedy. At the Friday Luncheon and Founders Prize
Ceremony, keynote speaker Margaret Mills Harper of
Georgia State University spoke on "The 'Greeking' of
Literary Modernism: Platonic Yeats, Homeric Joyce."

The essays in this volume of Postscript are
representative of the high quality of scholarship
presented at the 1995 meeting. In this year's Founders Prize
Essay in Foreign Literatures and Languages, Sophie Mills
compares Euripide's two Hippolytus plays and reveals the
rationale of the disparate treatments. The Founders Prize
Essay in British or American Literature and Language is
awarded to James Haughey, who treats two poems-one by
Catholic Seamus Heaney (this year's Nobel laureate), one
by Protestant Michael Longley-that appropriate the
tragic Irish experience in the First World War as a
metaphor for current sectarian unrest.

The remaining eight essays represent a variety of
periods and approaches. Christine Anton presents a
"psychoanalytic, post structuralist" interpretation of the
poet Florio's sexual awakening and its ambiguous
consequence in Eichendorff's Das Marmorbild. Dorothy
Perry Thompson explores the way in which Gloria Naylor
in Mama Day hearkens back to the African-American
orality of Zora Hurston while simultaneously developing a
rich and "complex womanistjrevisionist" historiography
akin to those of other New Renaissance African-American
women novelists. In an essay that complements Eric
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
